A 
decorated pentathlete, the Almaty 
native represented the USSR na-
tional team for 10 years, repeat-
edly winning major international 
competitions. He was awarded the 
title of Honored Master of Sports.

A man of great integrity, commit-
ment and warmth, Mr Dossymbe-
tov will be missed across the glob-
al Modern Pentathlon community 
as much as he will be in Kazakh-
stan.

Dr Klaus Schormann, President of 
UIPM, said: “For those of us who 
have been involved for many years 
with the Union Internationale de 
Pentathlon Moderne, Timur was 
one of the pillars of the movement 
but he was so, so much more than. 
He was our best friend. A world-
class athlete, a great sports politi-
cian, a man for friendship who had 
a special sense of humour, who 
never complained.

“A man full of love, a great hus-
band, father and grandfather, a 
man full of respect and tolerance. 
A man with vision. He was a real 
human being.

“He wrote history for his beloved 
home country, when he created 
the first National Olympic Com-
mittee for Kazakhstan, an author-
ity he went on to serve with great 
distinction in various important 

roles. As a member of the Tech-
nical Committee of UIPM and also 
our Executive Board, as Member 
for Development, we will miss his 
input terribly.” 

Tributes, both extensive and 
heartfelt, followed from many 
long-serving administrators who 
served alongside Timur Dossym-
betov on the Executive Board of 
UIPM and in other capacities.

Ivar Sisneiga, First Vice President 
of UIPM, said: “I am deeply sad-
dened to hear of Timur’s passing 
away. We have lost a great sports 
leader, but more importantly a 
great human being. All of us in 
modern pentathlon will miss him. 
So long dear friend.”

Juan Antonio Samaranch Jr, Vice 
President of UIPM, said: “Sad 
news for all of us and Olympism! 
We will greatly miss Timur.”

Janusz Peciak, UIPM Sports Di-
rector, said: “I respected Timur 
so much as the friend and as an 
athlete. We both had many good 
times competing together. He 
was always fair, honest, and very 
friendly to all of us. I loved his spir-
it, happy attitude and funny per-

sonality. I will miss him so much.”

Jorge Salas, President of CSPM, 
said: “I would like to express my 
condolences to the family of Timur, 
and to do so on behalf of the Fed-
eracion Argentina and Confedera-
cion American. May God protect 
his soul and bring comfort to his 
family.”

Sameh Guimeih, President of Afri-
can Confederations, said: “With all 
the sorrow and regret I received 
the news of the passing away of 
my dear friend Timur. He was, in 
all levels, an exceptional person.

Men’s Individual: Woongtae 
Jun ends season on a high

Jun, the World No.9 from Ko-
rea who won silver at the 2015

by beating a strong field to gold 
at the Qatar Foundation Rec-
reation Centre and Al Shaqab 
arena.

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Jun (KOR) had already enjoyed 
a significant breakthrough in 
2015 - he finished 2nd at the 
Asia/Oceania regional Olympic 
qualifying event in Beijing (CHN) 
and then, after an impressive 
UIPM World Cup series, came 
7th in the final in Minsk (BLR).

He was pushed right to the 
wire here, and only confirmed 
his victory at the last shooting 
range of the Combined Event 
as he fought off the challenge 
of Justinas Kinderis (LTU), who 

claimed silver, and bronze med-
allist Jinhwa Jung (KOR).

After receiving his gold medal, 
the modest Jun (KOR) was care-
ful not to make too many bold 
predictions about his chances 
at the forthcoming 2016 Olym-
pic Games in Rio de Janeiro.

He said: “Today my Fencing 
and Swimming were very good 
points, but my Riding was a lit-
tle bit bad - but then my Com-
bined was very good so I am 

very happy.

“I am very young, and I am 
looking forward to the Olympic 
Games. My hope for next sea-
son is to train hard and make 
sure that my Riding can be as 
good as my Fencing and Swim-
ming.”

At the start of the day the lead-
ing Korean duo signalled their 
intent by dominating the Swim-
ming.

It was Jung who completed 
his 200m in the fastest time 
(2:00.72) but Jun was only a 
fraction of a second slower in 
2:01.13, with Omar El Geziry 
(EGY) third.

Kinderis (LTU) put a disappoint-
ing swim behind him by per-
forming superbly on the piste. 
His fencing was out of the 
top drawer as he finished the 
Ranking Round with a record of 
24-10 and then beat the 2nd-

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ranked fencer, Riccardo De 
Luca (ITA), in the final bout of 
the Bonus Round.

Jun (KOR) protected his over-
all lead by finishing 3rd in the 
Fencing.

Things did not quite go to plan 
for the 20-year-old in the Rid-
ing event, however - he picked 
up 28 penalty points to finish in 
13th place.

Five riders - Kinderis (LTU), Jun 
(KOR), Max Esposito (AUS), De 
Luca (ITA) and Ismael Hernan-
dez Uscanga (MEX) - enjoyed 
perfect rounds, but it was El 
Geziry (EGY) who ended this 
stage in the overall lead, and he 
consequently started the Com-
bined Event with a five-second
 advantage over the rest of the 
field.

With so many athletes setting 
off with minimal handicaps - 
Kinderis (LTU), Jun and Jung 
(KOR) and De Luca (ITA) all 
started within 20 seconds of 
the leader - it was never going 
to be easy for El Geziry (EGY) to 
protect his lead.

The Combined Event 
featured two superb 
performances from 
the Mexican duo, 
Ismal Hernandez 
Uscaga and Jorge 
Inzunza, both of 
whom made brave 
attempts to reach 
the podium - but ulti-
mately the standard 
set by the front five 
was too high.

In the end El Geziry 
(EGY) was forced to 
accept 5th place as 
he was overtaken 
by Inzunza (MEX, 
4th), Jun (KOR, 3rd), 
Kinderis (LTU, 2nd) 
and the triumphant 

winner Jun (KOR), who took 
600 points from the Combined 
Event to finish with a winning 
total of 1448.

For Kinderis (LTU), ranked 39, 
such a solid performance left 
him with super-charged con-
fidence as the 2016 Olympic 
Games looms on the horizon.

He said after receiving his silver 
medal: “I do not agree that it’s 
the end of the season - for me 
it is the beginning.

“Now I know I have to qualify for 
the Olympic Games and it’s a 
really important season. 

“In the past, I struggled some-
times for the motivation to 
compete, and in pentathlon you 
need that motivation.

“It’s my work, my life, every-
thing, and I have to prove I can 
do this for myself.”

Tribute to Alexander Kukarin

The Union Internationale de Penta-
thlon Moderne (UIPM) would like to ex-
press its deep sorrow after the death 
of Alexander Kukarin (RUS), one of the 
country’s most accomplished penta-
thletes.
Kukarin was only 22, and he had hel-
ped Russia to win medals at both the 
Senior World Championships and the 
European Championships in 2015. 
The loss of an elite athlete in his prime 
has sent shockwaves through the glo-
bal Modern Pentathlon community.
Dr Klaus Schormann, President of 
UIPM, said: “We are very sorry for 
Alexander’s family, the Russian fede-
ration and for UIPM. We have all lost 
such a wonderful, young and talented 
athlete.
“Alexander would have had a great fu-
ture in Modern Pentathlon and I can 
only that hope his family and friends 
in time will be consoled by the great 
things he achieved in his short career.
“Our Modern Pentathlon family is in 
shock today - and our thoughts are 
with the Kukarin family and our friends 
at the Russian federation.”
Kukarin took home a silver medal from 
his first appearance at the UIPM 2015 
Senior World Championships, in Berlin 
(GER), when he took part in the Men’s 
Team Relay.
Two months later, in August, he conti-
nued an excellent season by winning 
bronze in tandem with Donata Rimsai-
te in the Mixed Relay at the European 
Championships in Bath (GBR).
Such performances on the interna-
tional stage had been expected from 
Kukarin ever since 2011, when he won 
individual gold at the World Youth A 
Championships in Istanbul (TUR).

Tribute to Gösta Gärdin

We regret to inform the Modern Pen-
tathlon community that the 1948 
Olympic medalist and former Vice 
President of UIPM, Gösta Gärdin, died 
on Saturday December 12, 2015 at the 
age of 92.
Mr Gärdin, a bronze medalist in the 
London 1948 Olympic Games, was 
previously also chairman of the Swe-
dish Modern Pentathlon Federation 
as well as a board member of the 
Swedish Olympic Committee.
He was a Council Member of UIPMB, 
the fore-runner to UIPM, before be-
coming Vice-President of the new go-
verning body. He fulfilled many other 
important duties in the global develo-
pment of Modern Pentathlon.
Gardin’s greatest moment as a penta-
thlete came during the 1948 Games. 
The Modern Pentathlon event was 
taking place some distance outside 
London in Aldershot, Hampshire, and 
two Swedes ended up on the podium.
The winner was Willie Grut, Gardin’s 
compatriot, while the silver medal 
went to George Moore of the United 
States.

Members of the Modern Pentathlon 
community are united in grief after 
the death of John Holland, one of the 
great champions of our sport across 
the Americas.

John Holland was one of the foun-
ding members of the Pan American 
Modern Pentathlon Confederation 
(PAMPC) and served the body as Se-
cretary General and President, before 
becoming President of UIPM-NORCE-
CA and serving on the UIPM Executive 
Board.

A proud American, he fell short in his 
efforts to qualify for the US team for 
the 1952 and 1956 Olympic Games 
but did not let this deter him. Instead 
of competing for the ultimate prize 
in sport John Holland devoted all of 
the spare time that work and family 
allowed to helping others fulfil their 
potential as pentathletes. In the 1980s 
he became a board member of the US 
Modern Pentathlon Association and a 
member of the Association’s Trust.

Together with his wife Isabel, who was 
the sister of a leading Mexican epee 
fencer, John was an ever-present fi-
xture in US pentathlon circles and 
worked tirelessly as an administrator 
right across the Pan American region.

He was a role model and an inspiration 
to Modern Pentathlon enthusiasts for 
more than half a century, and he will 
be sadly missed across our commu-
nity.

WADA PUBLISHES 2016 
PROHIBITED LIST 

On 16 September, the 
World Anti-Doping Agen-
cy’s Executive Committee 
approved the 2016 List 
of Prohibited Substances 
and Methods, which is now 
available on WADA’s web-
site in English. The List will 
come into force on 1 Janu-
ary 2016.

Updated annually, the List 
is one of five International 
Standards that are manda-
tory for all signatories of the 
World Anti-Doping Code 
(Code). It designates what 
substances and methods 
are prohibited in- and out-
-of-competition; and, whi-
ch substances are banned 
in particular sports. Accor-
ding to the Code, if a subs-
tance or method is found 
to meet two of three crite-
ria (enhances performance, 
poses a threat to athlete 
health, violates the spirit 

of sport), then it could be 
considered for placement 
on the List.

The List’s annual revision 
process is led by WADA and 
involves extensive consul-
tation, which begins with a 
draft being circulated for 
comment amongst stake-
holders. The comments are 
considered by WADA’s List 
Expert Group, which then 
presents its conclusions 
to WADA’s Health, Medical 
and Research Committee 
(HMRC). Once this process 
is concluded, the HMRC 
makes recommendations 
to WADA’s Executive Com-
mittee, which are discus-
sed before making a final 
decision during its Septem-
ber meeting.
